Ariah Park wins grant to improve tourism facilities
Riverina Tourism is pleased to share some great news regarding a recent tourism initiative that is being funded through the Royal Agricultural Society of NSW Foundation for the village of Ariah Park, located in Temora Shire.

Rowan Bromfield, an Ariah Park local applied for the $25,000 grant which funds projects instigated by young people in rural communities.  The project must be realistic, innovative and demonstrate community strong partnerships. There were 71 applications received from all over the state with the Ariah Park project being awarded a winning recipient.  There were two winners overall with the other winning submission coming from a young woman in Oatlands who applied for the grant for equipment to set up a community health and gym centre.
The grant money will be used to construct a camp kitchen in the Ariah Park camping grounds and to extend the amenities block.  The addition of these amenities to the camp ground will be important in encouraging increased visitation to the camping ground which in turn benefits the businesses in Ariah Park and the region overall. Ariah Park has been committed to growing tourism in the local area recognizing the value of tourism in sustaining small rural villages.
Riverina Tourism Executive Officer, Tina Jones said ‘It is terrific to see this grant awarded to a small community and moreover, for tourism purposes.  These are the kinds of initiatives that will assist in the development of the region and improve the facilities/services on offer to visitors”.

A subcommittee of six from the Ariah Park Community Projects group will be managing the project along with Rowan. They hope to have the facilities completed this year to get the maximum benefit out of their hard work and dedication.
